In order to
accommodate the addition of Student Congress entries to the requirements,
the minimum number of District entries over a 3 year period bas been
increased to 700. In order to remain in “Green” status, a District must
show 700 District Speech, Debate, and/or Student Congress entries over
a three year period or maintain 16 active Charter Chapters.

Other Business

The Council created a list of possible items to be discussed by tbe
Summer Review and Recommendation Committees that will convene
this summer at the National Tournament. Committees have been
established for Lincoln-Dougtlas, Policy, Student Congress, and
Interpretation.

The council also finalized the schedule of events and sessions for the
2006 District Chair Summer Conference that will be held August 9-12,
2006 in Ripon, WL

The Spring Council Meeting was adjourned at 5:1 5pm on Saturday, May
13, 2006.

What was your first NFL experience?
Tjudged an NFL tournament for Lau-
rel Scheidt, Portage Northern, around
1996. I was impressed with the quality of
the material and with the ease of judging.

When did you decide to be a teacher and/or
coach?

It started when I was in first grade.
Where other children set up lemonade
stands, T organized poetry readings with
children, charging a penny admission. I
still organize childven, I just don't charge
admission!

Then there was the librarian in town.
At age 12, I set out to read all the chapter
books I could get my hands on at the store-
front Kent City library. Mrs. Wegal kept
pointing me to prose and poetry. She and
my English teacher, Mrs. Emrick, con-
spired, encouraged, and promoted my in-
terest in teaching and literature.

Formally, I started coaching Foren-
sics activities in 1980 when I started the
debate and individual events program at
our high school. In 1988 I focused my at-
tention on individual events and drama.

What is your team philosophy?

Give kids permission to be what you
krnow they can be.

I try to help students see what I see
in them. [expect a lof from my siudents,
but no more than what I see in them: I see
them as the amazing young men and
women they arve. My job as a coach is to
help them get a glimpse of that wonder for
themselves.

How many hours do you spend with this
activity a week?
During the tournament season , I can

expect to spend 25 or more hours between
class work, rehearsal, and Saturday tour-
naments. Fortunately, I have the services
of an active parents group and the sup-
port of another coach.

What is your vision for the future of the
NFL?

I think the NFL can play a vital role
in urban areas as a means to opening doors
and broadening the vision of students. It
doesn't matter how poor you are, the skills
you learn in forensics are fundamentally a
ticket to a better life. Forensics touches on
$6 many areas: reading skills, leadership,
self confidence, and not least, presentation.

What is exciting about being an NFL coach
in the State of Michigan?

We're growing. It's always exciting
to be a part of an organization that is ex-
panding. Each year our qualifying tour-
naments have grown in participation by
students and schools. And it was a reql
thrill to see one of our Michigan students
in the final DI round at Dallas.

What's unique about Grand Rapids City
High School as an NFL chapter?

We're a small school (369 enroll-
ment) that competes with schools three and
Jour times our size. Since becoming a chap-
ter in 2003, we have had at least one na-
tional qualifier each year.

What qualities do you look for when
recruiting students for your program?
Do they breathe? We'll take it from
there. I believe there is a place in foren-
sics for everybody.
However, you do look for students
who show some kind of engagement or sen-

sibility: Sometimes it is the manner of their
speech, a brightness; sometimes it is how
they think, most often it is a kind of hun-
ger for something beyond, a wider vision,
and always it is a willingness to accept
what I see in them.

What is your favorite memory from a Na-
tional Tournament?

I have attended two national tour-
naments and have enjoyed them both. Fa-
vorite memories include judging the Po-
etry final round ar Dallas, judging a Ted
Turner debate round in Salt Lake City, and
making and renewing relationships with
coaches from across the United States.

A second thrill has been walching
my students grow and learn over the space
of one week.

What js the greatest challenge as a coach
today?

Money. Like other urban school dis-
tricts, ours faces significant fiscal chal-
lenges that in furn limits the administra-
tions' ability to support this activity. We
have been able to meet this challenge in
part through the development of a strong
parent-support group.

Are there any rituals/lucky traditions
that you employ as a coach?

I always send out our students with
the comedia del'arte phrase "in bocca di
fupa” - literally, "into the mouth of the
wolf " In other words, good luck!

For the past two years the National Foundation for
Advancement in the Arts (NFAA) has sponsored awards in
Dramatic, Humorous, and Duo Interp at Nationals.

So, what does NFAA offer high school seniors?

For 25 year NFAA’s ARTS (Arts Recognition and Talent
Search®) Program has been recognizing and rewarding the
nation’s most talented high school seniors in the performing,
visual and literary arts. Over 11,000 artists have shared
nearly $6 million in awards. Further, ARTS opens doors to
scholarships from America’s leading colleges, universities
and conservatories. Each year ARTS honors approximately
10% of a pool of between 6,000 - 8,000 student artists from
across the nation with recognition and cash awards totaling
over $500,000.

Every student who registers for ARTS is automatically
entered into the Scholarship List Service (SLS), a collective
of nearly 100 colleges, universities and conservatories who
annually offer approximately $3 million in scholarships.
These schools specifically target ARTS participants since
these students are “self-screened,” having determined that
they feel they are talented enough to compete on a national
level.

A nationally recognized panel of professional artists and
university educators select up to 160 students to travel to
Miarmi all-expenses-paid in January of their senior year to
participate in ARTS Week, an intensive week-long experience
of master classes, showcase performances, exhibitions,
interdisciplinary activities, interviews as well as live
auditions. National finalists are selected in nine (9)
disciplines: Dance, Film & Video, Jazz, Music, Photography,
Theater, Visnal Arts, Voice and Writing,

The ARTS program differs from most competitions in that
students are only judged against a standard of excellence
for their artistic discipline and age group. Students are
never judged against each other and the judges are allowed
to place as many students as appropriate in each of the five
levels of excellence. Each student who attends ARTS Week
is guaranteed a cash award of between $10,000 - $500
depending upon their level of excellence.

Additionally, students selected as Honorable Mention award
winners receive a $250 cash award and a certificate of
recognition however; they are not invited to Miami. An
unlimited number of students are selected as Merit Award
winners, who receive a $100 cash award and a certificate of
recognition.

At the conclusion of ARTS Week, 50 of the national finalists
are nominated to the White House Commission on
Presidential Scholars for the honor of also being named a
US Presidential Scholar in the Arts. The Commission
selects up to 20 students exclusively from the ARTS
nominees for this honor and the students travel to
Washington, D.C. in June following their graduations for
National Recognition Week. While in Washington, they are
featured in a performance at the Kennedy Center as well as
at a visual arts & writing exhibition at a Washington museum.
They also receive the Presidential Medallion and are honored
by the President.

Obviously, students who participate in the Dramatic,
Humeoerous, and Duo Interp might have an interest in NFAA’s
Theater discipline. Students who participate in Original
Oratory might have an interest in NFAA’s Writing discipline
(Creative Non-Fiction). Other NFL students may have
talents in Dance, Music, and Visuoal Arts.

Bickel & Brewer and New York University
Offer Students Unique Debate Competition

The New Nationals

Entries due October 31, 2006

The National Public Policy Foram
(NPPF) is one of the most original and valu-
able debate activities 1 have seen in my five-
decade involvement with the National Fo-
rensic League. Sponsored by the law firm
of Bickel & Brewer and New York Univer-
sity, the NPPF is the only national written
and oral debate competition open to all high
schools across the country. No other con-
test allows teamns nationwide to compete—
free—for over $25,000 in prizes.

To enter the Qualifying Round of the
contest, teams must submit a 2,800-word
affirmative or negative case by October 31,
2006. This year’s topic is “Resolved: The
United States federal government should
establish a policy substantially increasing
the number of persons serving in one of
the following national service programs:
Peace Corps or Armed Forces.” The NYU
Speech & Debate team will judge the en-
tries. Schools that submit the top-ranked
cases advance to the Elimination Rounds
and engage in written debates.

The final four winning teams receive
an all-expense-paid trip to the April 20-22,
2007, Finals in the World’s Capital, New
York City, to exchange oral arguments. De-
baters compete i front of leaders in poli-
tics, business, law, academia and debate—
like Bob Shrum, high-profile political con-
sultant; Lee Huebner, former CEO of the
International Herald Tribune; Bill Brewer,
partner at the prestigious law firm of Bickel
& Brewer; John Sexton, President of NYU,
and other remarkable individuals. The
NPPF Finals in New York is so original in
1ts concept that I consider it the “New Na-
tionals.”

The NPPF’s focus on both writing
and speaking skills distinguishes it from
other debate events. Agreed, the current
forms of debate—Policy, Lincoln-Douglas
and Public Formm—offer benefits both edu-
cational and competitive, but the NPPF of-
fers an additional benefit: written debate!
Written debates require teams to apply
more rigor and analysis in formulating co-
herent arguments, which improves the over-
all quality of each round. As NYU profes-
sor Jay Rosen explains, “It was in pant that
we learned how to make an argument
cohere.. And it was through print that we
learned how to sustain an idea, sustain an
argument over a long stretch of mental time,
so that our descriptions of the world could
be as complex and nuanced as the world
that we found out there.” The written and
oral persuasive skills emphasized by the
NPPF are more than just skills needed to be
successful in debate—they are skills that
lasta lifetime.

Every team should add this tourna-
ment to its schedule. There is no cost to
participate—no travel expenses, no hotel
bills, no rental cars, no restaurant tabs—
nothing. (The Qualifying Round and Elimi-
nation Rounds are exchanged electronically
until the final four teams emerge, then Bickel
& Brewer pays for all the expenses in New
York.) In addition, this tournament is easy
to enter since the topic is similar to the cur-
rent NFL policy debate resolution.

The prizes alone are reason to enter.
Most debate tournaments award trophies
to the top teams. The NPPF rewards top
teams an all-expense-paid trip to New York

City to compete for the $5,000 grand prize.
In short, participating in this tournament is
a once-in-a-lifetime experience.

1 am a big supporter of the NPPF, and
I want to encourage all schools—-~public
and private—to participate. The NPPF is
one tournament this year that you do not
want to miss!
