The individual 
receiving the highest preferen3al score within each of the four regions receives a seat on the commi7ee 
beginning August 1, 2026. Each member will serve a three-year term ending July 31, 2029. The 
remaining candidates will serve as alternates. If an elected posi3on should become vacant prior to the 
next elec3on, alternates, in order of finish, will be invited to the seat.
